The Institute of Ethnology of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Czech Republic, invites 

applications for 2 positions of ethnologist / anthropologist for the four-year project OP JAK 

Land gone wild: archaeological and transdisciplinary research of resilience strategies in 20th 

century. The project focuses on the research of archaeology, materiality and individual, 

collective and landscape memory of 20th century Czechia with a special attention given to 

the impact of armed conflicts, forced migrations and landscape changes associated with the 

Sudeten areas, collectivization of small farms, formation of the state border and the Iron 

Curtain, and other aspects of totalitarian regimes. The project is based on collaboration with 

Institute of Archaeology Prague of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Department of 

Archaeology of the University of Western Bohemia, and the Center for Theoretical Studies of 

Charles University.
